I
CALL MEETING TO ORDER
a) The IVEZ JPA meeting was called to order by Vice Chair Robertta Burns at 3:53 p.m. 

b) Ms. Burns motioned to approve the January 18th, 2007 minutes. All were in favor, motion approved. 

II
MANAGER’S REPORT

Mr. Ricker advised that she would be attending the IC Sacramento Reception on Feb 28th, 2007 and hoped to meet with Yolanda Benson.

III
BUDGET REVIEW

The IVEZ still has not been billed for personnel costs by the City of Brawley. Ms. Nava will send a memo to the city finance department  and city manager to get billing done. Lease billing has been set up with the county auditor’s office for back pay of lease with cc to Ms. Burns office. Ms. Nava suggested that Sundance (Ms. Cazares employer) bill the IVEZ directly. Mr. Valenzuela will notify Sundance.

IV
DIScussion regarding telephone conversation with HCD re tea and boundaries


IVEZ Manager advised that to date the IVEZ has not received written acceptance of the TEA designation or new boundaries in spite of many requests and additional help given. Ms. Burns directed staff to find out where the hold up was taking place with Michelle Adams via telephone and advise the JPA the results of the telephone call.

DISCUSSION/ACTION re zone expansion requests from businesses
Ms. Ricker listed all the businesses that are currently looking for guidance on how to proceed with enterprise zone expansion. She presented a document for these businesses which outlines the information needed to consider expansion and asked the JPA to adopt the document. Ms. Burns stated that the map discrepancy issues are not totally resolved and that it would not be wise to move forward with expansion requests until that is resolved. The boundary issue is expected to be resolved along with the TEA designation. Ms. Burns tabled the report until the next meeting. Mr. Valenzuela requested that financial information be provided up front along with the expansion request.

INFORMATION REGARDING VOUCHERING APPLICATIONS
Ms. Ricker provided a report on the status of IVEZ vouchering. 

VII
PUBLIC COMMENTS
Mr. Tim Kelley raised the previous agenda issue regarding Industrial Development Bonds and the benefits of joining CEDA as opposed to offering the bonds alone as a county.  Ms. Burns stated that joining the CEDA would be advantageous to the county and the IVEZ.  Ms. Ricker will provide Ms. Burns the documentation for passing the resolution for the board of supervisors to join the CEDA.

Ms. Nava asked for marketing information: the IVEDC provided a report after the Friday deadline and thus it was not included in the packet. Mr. Kelley also advised that they will be applying for a marketing reward for the IVEZ.

The meeting was adjourned at 4:40pm by Ms. Burns. Next meeting will be March 15th at 3:30pm at the Brawley One Stop.
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
