CALL MEETING TO ORDER

The meeting was called to order at 3:00pm. 


Role call took place and a quorum was present.

II.
APPROVAL OF MINUTES-March 19, 2009
A motion was made to approve the minutes as submitted for the March 19, 2009 meeting. 

ACTION:  Mr. Burroughs made a motion and Mr. Santillan seconded the motion.  All were in favor.  Motion passed.

III.
INFORMATIONAL: MANAGER’S REPORT

Ms. Cason reported on a new feature on the IVEZ website “Who’s in the Zone”.  This feature will be used for testimonials.  Ms. Cason stated that the IVEZ has been featured in a CA Real Estate Journal Article and on IV Newsday.  Ms. Cason reported 319 vouchers had been issued to date.  Ms. Cason and Teresa Santiago from the City of Brawley completed a walking tour of the Airport Industrial area and met with each business.  Ms. Cason indicated that she had met with 93 businesses to date in 2009.  Ms Cason reported on the International Conference, the Energy Summit, Mexport and the CALED Conference.  Ms. Cason reported on a conversation with HCD regarding expansion opportunities.  HCD stated that “expansions beyond the 20 percent are not an option”.  Ms. Cason reminded the board that there was 1205 acres in the IVEZ remaining for expansion.
IV.
INFORMATIONAL: BUDGET REVIEW
Ms. Cason noted that the IFAS budget balanced with the Shadow budget. There were no questions by the JPA on the budget.
V.
DISCUSSION: Market Study Presentation
Ms. Cason introduced Mr. Steve Wahlstrom from Wahlstrom & Associates.  Mr. Wahlstrom presented components of the Market Study to the board.  Mr. Wahlstrom indicated that a draft report would be ready in approximately one month.  Discussion ensued. Mr. Wahlstrom was given direction and suggestions from the board on the future report.
VI.
DISCUSSION/ACTION:  Approval of 2009-2010 Budget
Ms. Cason presented the proposed 2009-2010 budget.  Ms. Cason noted that the budget included monies remaining from the 2008-2009 budget and indicated that these funds would be used to cover increased expenses and to pay the remainder of the market study.  Ms. Cason noted that the IVEZ has a strong reserve fund which can be used for the implementation of the market study, additional trade shows, etc.  Mr. Menvielle indicated that the IVEZ should maintain a strong reserve in these financial times.  Mr. Gardner mentioned that the reserve had accumulated over several years.  
Mr. Gardner moved to approve the 2009-2010 IVEZ budget.  Mr. Burroughs seconded the motion.  The motion passed.

VIII.   FUTURE AGENDA ITEMS/OTHER BUSINESS
Mr. Santillan requested that the Airport Study presented to the Brawley City Council be presented to the IVEZ board.  Ms. Cason indicated that the IVEZ insurance would be on the next agenda.  Mr. Kelley asked for an update on the California Ethanol & Power expansion request.
