CALL MEETING TO ORDER

The meeting was called to order at 3:35pm. 


Role call took place and a quorum was present.

II.
APPROVAL OF MINUTES-OCTOBER  15, 2008
A motion was made to approve the minutes as submitted for the October 15th , 2008 meeting. 

ACTION:  Mr. Heuberger made a motion and Mr. Burroughs seconded the motion.  All were in favor.  Motion passed.
III.
INFORMATIONAL: MANAGER’S REPORT

Ms. Cason reported that the video was now on the IVEZ website. Ms. Cason noted that California Ethanol & Power would be submitting an expansion request at the December 2008 board meeting.  Ms. Cason gave a report to the board on her recent CAEZ meeting. Ms. Cason updated the board on the market study.
IV.
INFORMATIONAL: BUDGET REVIEW
Ms. Cason noted that the budget and accounts balanced in IFAS with the Shadow budget. Ms. Cason mentioned that the contract with the marketing firm terminated in November of 2008.  Ms. Cason submitted a proposal from the marketing firm for the continuation of various services and stated that she would be bringing this proposal back to the JPA at the December 2008 board meeting. The JPA had no comments regarding the budget.
V.
DISCUSSION/ACTION: IVEZ ASSISTANT ANNUAL REVIEW/SALARY
Ms. Cason reported that the IVEZ assistant showed significant progress in quality, quality and knowledge of work, etc, on her annual review.  Ms. Cason recommended an hourly increase to $14.00 per hour effective December 1, 2008 for the IVEZ assistant.  Discussion ensued as to the status of the contract for the IVEZ assistant.
Mr. Heuberger moved to increase the hourly rate for the IVEZ assistant to an amount as close to  $14.00 per hour (depending on classification of employee) effective December 1, 2008.  Mr. Burroughs seconded the motion.  All were in favor.  The motion passed.

VI.
DISCUSSION/ACTION:  DATE, TIME AND LOCATION OF JPA MEETINGS
Ms. Cason advised the JPA that the Foreign Trade Zone (FTZ), the Calexico County Enterprise Zone (CCEZ) and the Imperial Valley Enterprise Zone (IVEZ) have proposed having consecutive meeting times on the third Thursday of every month and have proposed rotating the location of the meetings between Brawley, Calexico and the County of Imperial.
Mr. Heuberger moved to approve consecutive meeting times for the IVEZ, the CCEZ and the FTZ on the third Thursday of every month and to rotate the location of the meetings between Brawley, Calexico and the County of Imperial.  Mr. Santillan seconded the motion.  All were in favor.  The motion passed.
VII.    DISCUSSION/ACTION:  VOUCHERING FEE
Ms. Cason stated that the current IVEZ fee for vouchering was $10.00 per voucher.  Ms. Cason noted that there was no documentation restricting the IVEZ from increasing the vouchering fee.  Ms. Cason recommended increasing the vouchering fee to $25.00 per voucher effective January 1, 2009.
Mr. Heuberger moved to increase the IVEZ vouchering fee to $25.00 per voucher effective January 1, 2009.  Mr. Burroughs seconded the motion.  All were in favor.  Motion passed.

There were no public comments.

Mr. Santillan suggested revisiting the expansion guidelines at our next meeting.
